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New User Interface 
 

DDM 2010 sees the introduction of a new user interface. The new appearance builds on the familiar DDM UI but 
draws on updates found in the Windows 7 Explorer window.  

 
Key features include a brand new óAll Itemsô class search, fulfilling one of the most frequently requested 

enhancements. In addition DDM folders are now included in the main search results window, with the ability to 

customise the folder contents listing by selecting attribute columns and re -organising the column order.  
 

A new óMy Recent Itemsô option is introduced, this, along with a dynamic Classification Tree search, makes it 
easier than ever to find the items you are look ing for. All designed to improve  productivity.

DDM 2010 sees the introduction of Dividers for DDM Folders, allowing improved organisation of project based 
data.  

 

 
 

Folder Dividers are defined for the Folder Template at an Administrative level. Folder Dividers inherit Folder ACLs 
from the parent Folder.  Every new (and existing) Folder created against the template will automatically populate 

with the predefined Divider structure.  
 

From the Administration Module, edit the Folder Template and select óDividersô:
